The Lessons

FIRST READING: Acts 1:15-26
The people sit.

A Reading from the Acts of the Apostles.

Peter stood up among the believers (together the crowd numbered about one hundred
twenty persons) and said, "Friends, the scripture had to be fulfilled, which the Holy Spirit
through David foretold concerning Judas, who became a guide for those who arrested
Jesus-- for he was numbered among us and was allotted his share in this ministry." (Now
this man acquired a field with the reward of his wickedness; and falling headlong, he
burst open in the middle and all his bowels gushed out. This became known to all the
residents of Jerusalem, so that the field was called in their language Hakeldama, that is,
Field of Blood.) "For it is written in the book of Psalms,

"Let his homestead become desolate,
and let there be no one to live in it";

and
"Let another take his position of overseer.'

So one of the men who have accompanied us during all the time that the Lord Jesus went
in and out among us, beginning from the baptism of John until the day when he was
taken up from us-- one of these must become a witness with us to his resurrection." So
they proposed two, Joseph called Barsabbas, who was also known as Justus, and
Matthias. Then they prayed and said, "Lord, you know everyone's heart. Show us which
one of these two you have chosen to take the place in this ministry and apostleship from
which Judas turned aside to go to his own place." And they cast lots for them, and the lot
fell on Matthias; and he was added to the eleven apostles.

Brothers and sisters, join in imitating me, and observe those who live according to the
example you have in us. For many live as enemies of the cross of Christ; I have often told
you of them, and now I tell you even with tears. Their end is destruction; their god is the
belly; and their glory is in their shame; their minds are set on earthly things. But our
citizenship is in heaven, and it is from there that we are expecting a Savior, the Lord
Jesus Christ. He will transform the body of our humiliation that it may be conformed to
the body of his glory, by the power that also enables him to make all things subject to

himself.

DISTRIBUTION (BCP p. 365)

In the Episcopal Church, all baptized Christians, regardless of denomination or age, are welcome to
receive the real and living presence of Christ in this Holy Communion. When it is your turn, please
extend your hands upward, palms crossed to receive the bread (also called a wafer or host). When the
cup of wine comes to you, either dip (also called intinction) the bread into the cup of wine and consume
the bread or leave the bread in the palm of your hands, and the Eucharistic Minister will dip the bread
into the cup of wine for you and place on your tongue. You may also choose to consume the bread
without dipping it into the cup of wine.

Anyone may come forward for a prayer for God’s blessings in lieu of receiving Communion. Please
indicate your desire for a blessing by crossing your arms across your chest.

The Priest will gladly bring communion or provide a blessing to anyone unable to come forward for
Communion, please, let one of the Ushers know if this is desired.

Ushers will direct the congregation to receive Communion.

The ministers receive the Sacrament in both kinds, and then immediately deliver it to the people.
