FIRST READING: Jeremiah 31:31-34
The people sit.

“The days are surely coming,” says the Lord, “when I will make a new covenant with the
house of Israel and the house of Judah. It will not be like the covenant that I made with
their ancestors when I took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt—a
covenant that they broke, though I was their husband,” says the Lord. “But this is the
covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days,” says the Lord: “I
will put my law within them, and I will write it on their hearts; and I will be their God,
and they shall be my people. No longer shall they teach one another, or say to each
other, ‘Know the Lord,” for they shall all know me, from the least of them to the
greatest,” says the Lord; “for I will forgive their iniquity, and remember their sin no
more.”

People Thanks be to God.

PSALM (SAID IN UNISON): Psalm 51:1-13

SECOND READING: Hebrews 5:5-10
A Reading from Paul’s letter to the Hebrews.

Christ did not glorify himself in becoming a high priest, but was appointed by the one
who said to him,

“You are my Son,
today I have begotten you”;
as he says also in another place,
“You are a priest forever,
according to the order of Melchizedek.”

In the days of his flesh, Jesus offered up prayers and supplications, with loud cries
and tears, to the one who was able to save him from death, and he was heard because
of his reverent submission. Although he was a Son, he learned obedience through what
he suffered; and having been made perfect, he became the source of eternal salvation
for all who obey him, having been designated by God a high priest according to the
order of Melchizedek.

GOSPEL: John 12:20-33
All stand.

Priest The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John.
People Glory to you, Lord Christ.

Now among those who went up to worship at the festival were some Greeks. They came
to Philip, who was from Bethsaida in Galilee, and said to him, “Sir, we wish to see
Jesus.” Philip went and told Andrew; then Andrew and Philip went and told Jesus.
Jesus answered them, “The hour has come for the Son of Man to be glorified. Very truly,
I tell you, unless a grain of wheat falls into the earth and dies, it remains just a single
grain; but if it dies, it bears much fruit. Those who love their life lose it, and those who
hate their life in this world will keep it for eternal life. Whoever serves me must follow
me, and where I am, there will my servant be also. Whoever serves me, the Father will
honor.

“Now my soul is troubled. And what should I say—‘Father, save me from this hour’?
No, it is for this reason that I have come to this hour. Father, glorify your name.” Then
a voice came from heaven, “I have glorified it, and I will glorify it again.” The crowd
standing there heard it and said that it was thunder. Others said, “An angel has spoken
to him.” Jesus answered, “This voice has come for your sake, not for mine. Now is the
judgment of this world; now the ruler of this world will be driven out. And I, when I am
lifted up from the earth, will draw all people to myself.” He said this to indicate the kind
of death he was to die.

And we also bless thy holy Name for all thy servants departed this life in thy faith and
fear [especially 1, beseeching thee to grant them continual growth in thy
love and service; and to grant us grace so to follow the good examples of [
and of] all thy saints, that with them we may be partakers of thy heavenly kingdom.

Grant these our prayers, O Father, for Jesus Christ’s sake, our only Mediator and
Advocate. Amen.

In Christ
your Son enemies are reconciled, debts forgiven and strangers made welcome. Your
Spirit frees us to live as sons and daughters in our Father’s house. We who by Christ’s
power follow the way of the Cross, sharing the joy of his obedience, now offer you our
praise, with angels and archangels and the whole company of heaven singing the hymn
of your unending glory:

WORDS OF INSTITUTION (BCP p. 362)
The Celebrant continues

Glory and thanksgiving be to you, most loving Father, for Christ in whom the world is
reconciled. Lifted on the Cross, his suffering and forgiveness spanned the gulf our sins
had made. Through that dark struggle death was swallowed up in victory, that life and
light might reign.



Before he was given up to suffering and death, recalling the night of Israel’s release, the
night in which the sons of Egypt died, your Chosen One, himself the First-Born, freely
offered his life.

At supper with his disciples he took bread and offered you thanks. He broke the bread,
and gave it to them, saying: “Take, eat. This is my Body: it is broken for you.”

After supper, he took the cup, he offered you thanks, and gave it to them saying: “Drink
this, all of you. This is my Blood of the new covenant; it is poured out for you, and for
all, that sins may be forgiven. Do this in remembrance of me.”

Made
one with him, we offer you these gifts and with them ourselves, a single, holy, living
sacrifice.

Hear us, most merciful Father, and send your Holy Spirit upon us and upon this bread
and this wine, that, overshadowed by his life-giving power, they may be the Body and
Blood of your Son, and we may be kindled with the fire of your love and renewed for the
service of your Kingdom.

Help us, who are baptised into the fellowship of Christ’s Body to live and work to your
praise and glory; may we grow together in unity and love until at last, in your new
creation, we enter into our heritage in the company of the Virgin Mary, the apostles,
and prophets, and of all our brothers and sisters living and departed.

Through Jesus Christ our Lord, with whom, and in whom, in the unity of the Holy Spirit,
all honour and glory be to you, Lord of all ages, world without end. Amen.

PRAYER OF HUMBLE ACCESS (BCP p. 337)
The following prayer may be said. The People may join in saying this prayer

We do not presume to come to this thy Table, O merciful Lord, trusting in our own
righteousness, but in thy manifold and great mercies. We are not worthy so much as to
gather up the crumbs under thy Table. But thou art the same Lord whose property is
always to have mercy. Grant us therefore, gracious Lord, so to eat the flesh of thy dear
Son Jesus Christ, and to drink his blood, that we may evermore dwell in him, and he in
us. Amen.

INVITATION (BCP p. 338)
The Celebrant says

The Gifts of God for the People of God. Take them in remembrance that Christ died for
you, and feed on him in your hearts by faith, with thanksgiving.

DISTRIBUTION (BCP p. 338)

In the Episcopal Church, all baptized Christians, regardless of denomination or age, are welcome to
receive the real and living presence of Christ in this Holy Communion. When it is your turn, please
extend your hands upward, palms crossed to receive the bread (also called a wafer or host). When
the cup of wine comes to you, either dip (also called intinction) the bread into the cup of wine and
consume the bread or leave the bread in the palm of your hands, and the Eucharistic Minister will
dip the bread into the cup of wine for you and place on your tongue. You may also choose to consume
the bread without dipping it into the cup of wine.

Anyone may come forward for a prayer for God’s blessings in lieu of receiving Communion. Please
indicate your desire for a blessing by crossing your arms across your chest.

The Priest will gladly bring communion or provide a blessing to anyone unable to come forward for
Communion, please, let one of the Ushers know if this is desired.

Ushers will direct the congregation to receive Communion.
The ministers receive the Sacrament in both kinds, and then immediately deliver it to the people.

The Bread and the Cup are given to the communicants with these words

The Body (Blood) of our Lord Jesus Christ keep you in everlasting life. Amen.



POST-COMMUNION PRAYER (BCP p. 339)
After Communion, the Celebrant says

Let us pray.
Celebrant and People

Father of all, we give you thanks and praise that when we were still far off
you met us in your Son and brought us home. Dying and living, he declared
your love, gave us grace, and opened the gate of glory. May we who share
Christ’s body live his risen life; we who drink his cup bring life to others;
we whom the Spirit lights, give light to the world. Keep us firm in the hope
you have set before us, so we and all your children shall be free, and the
whole earth live to praise your name; through Christ our Lord. Amen.

PRAYER FOR EUCHARISTIC VISITORS

We send you forth bearing these holy gifts, that those to whom you go may share with
us in the communion of Christ’s Body and Blood. We who are many are one body,
because we all share one bread, one cup. Amen.

BIRTHDAY BLESSING (BCP p. 830)

Watch over thy child, O Lord, as his days increase; bless and guide him wherever he
may be. Strengthen him when he stands; comfort him when discouraged or sorrowful;
raise him up if he fall; and in his heart may thy peace which passeth understanding
abide all the days of his life; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

ANNIVERSARY BLESSING (BCP p. 431)

O God, you have so consecrated the covenant of marriage that in it is represented the
spiritual unity between Christ and his Church: Send therefore your blessing upon these
your servants, that they may so love, honor, and cherish each other in faithfulness and
patience, in wisdom and true godliness, that their home may be a haven of blessing and
peace; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit,
one God, now and for ever. Amen.
