FIRST READING: Genesis 21:8-21
The people sit.

A Reading from the book of Genesis.

The child grew, and was weaned; and Abraham made a great feast on the day that
Isaac was weaned. But Sarah saw the son of Hagar the Egyptian, whom she had borne to
Abraham, playing with her son Isaac. So she said to Abraham, “Cast out this slave woman
with her son; for the son of this slave woman shall not inherit along with my son Isaac.”

Should we continue in sin in order that grace may abound? By no means! How can
we who died to sin go on living in it? Do you not know that all of us who have been
baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? Therefore we have been buried
with him by baptism into death, so that, just as Christ was raised from the dead by the
glory of the Father, so we too might walk in newness of life.

When it is your turn, please extend your hands upward, palms crossed to receive the bread (also called
a wafer or host). When the cup of wine comes to you, either dip (also called intinction) the bread into
the cup of wine and consume the bread or leave the bread in the palm of your hands, and the
Eucharistic Minister will dip the bread into the cup of wine for you and place on your tongue. You
may also choose to consume the bread without dipping it into the cup of wine.

Anyone may come forward for a prayer for God’s blessings in lieu of receiving Communion. Please
indicate your desire for a blessing by crossing your arms across your chest.

The Priest will gladly bring communion or provide a blessing to anyone unable to come forward for
Communion, please, let one of the Ushers know if this is desired.

Ushers will direct the congregation to receive Communion.
