He brought it up, and it 
grew up with him and with his children; it used to eat of his meager fare, and drink from 
his cup, and lie in his bosom, and it was like a daughter to him. Now there came a traveler 
to the rich man, and he was loath to take one of his own flock or herd to prepare for the 
wayfarer who had come to him, but he took the poor man’s lamb, and prepared that for 
the guest who had come to him.” Then David’s anger was greatly kindled against the 
man. He said to Nathan, “As the LORD lives, the man who has done this deserves to die; 
he shall restore the lamb fourfold, because he did this thing, and because he had no pity.”

He who descended is the same one who ascended far above all 
the heavens, so that he might fill all things.) The gifts he gave were that some would be 
apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, some pastors and teachers, to equip the 
saints for the work of ministry, for building up the body of Christ, until all of us come to 
the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to maturity, to the measure 
of the full stature of Christ. We must no longer be children, tossed to and fro and blown 
about by every wind of doctrine, by people’s trickery, by their craftiness in deceitful 
scheming. But speaking the truth in love, we must grow up in every way into him who is 
the head, into Christ, from whom the whole body, joined and knit together by every 
ligament with which it is equipped, as each part is working properly, promotes the body’s 
growth in building itself up in love.

You may also choose to consume the bread 
without dipping it into the cup of wine. 

Anyone may come forward for a prayer for God’s blessings in lieu of receiving Communion. Please 
indicate your desire for a blessing by crossing your arms across your chest. 

The Priest will gladly bring communion or provide a blessing to anyone unable to come forward for 
Communion, please, let one of the Ushers know if this is desired.  

Ushers will direct the congregation to receive Communion. 

The ministers receive the Sacrament in both kinds, and then immediately deliver it to the people.
