My joy is gone, grief is upon me, my heart is sick. Hark, the cry of my poor people from far 
and wide in the land: “Is the LORD not in Zion? Is her King not in her?” (“Why have they 
provoked me to anger with their images, with their foreign idols?”) “The harvest is past, the 
summer is ended, and we are not saved.” For the hurt of my poor people I am hurt, I mourn, 
and dismay has taken hold of me. 

Is there no balm in Gilead? Is there no physician there? Why then has the health of my poor 
people not been restored? O that my head were a spring of water, and my eyes a fountain 
of tears, so that I might weep day and night for the slain of my poor people!

First of all, then, I urge that supplications, prayers, intercessions, and thanksgivings be 
made for everyone, for kings and all who are in high positions, so that we may lead a quiet 
and peaceable life in all godliness and dignity. This is right and is acceptable in the sight of 
God our Savior, who desires everyone to be saved and to come to the knowledge of the 
truth. For there is one God; there is also one mediator between God and humankind, Christ 
Jesus, himself human, who gave himself a ransom for all—this was attested at the right 
time. For this I was appointed a herald and an apostle (I am telling the truth, I am not 
lying), a teacher of the Gentiles in faith and truth.

Jesus said to the disciples, “There was a rich man who had a manager, and charges were 
brought to him that this man was squandering his property. So he summoned him and said 
to him, ‘What is this that I hear about you? Give me an accounting of your management, 
because you cannot be my manager any longer.’ Then the manager said to himself, ‘What 
will I do, now that my master is taking the position away from me? I am not strong enough 
to dig, and I am ashamed to beg. I have decided what to do so that, when I am dismissed 
as manager, people may welcome me into their homes.’ So, summoning his master’s 
debtors one by one, he asked the first, ‘How much do you owe my master?’ He answered, 
‘A hundred jugs of olive oil.’ He said to him, ‘Take your bill, sit down quickly, and make it 
fifty.’ Then he asked another, ‘And how much do you owe?’ He replied, ‘A hundred 
containers of wheat.’ He said to him, ‘Take your bill and make it eighty.’ And his master 
commended the dishonest manager because he had acted shrewdly; for the children of this 
age are more shrewd in dealing with their own generation than are the children of light. 
And I tell you, make friends for yourselves by means of dishonest wealth so that when it is 
gone, they may welcome you into the eternal homes. 

  “Whoever is faithful in a very little is faithful also in much; and whoever is dishonest in 
a very little is dishonest also in much. If then you have not been faithful with the dishonest 
wealth, who will entrust to you the true riches? And if you have not been faithful with what 
belongs to another, who will give you what is your own? No slave can serve two masters; 
for a slave will either hate the one and love the other, or be devoted to the one and despise 
the other. You cannot serve God and wealth.”

On the night he was betrayed he took bread, said the blessing, broke the bread, and gave it 
to his friends, and said, “Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for the 
remembrance of me.” 

After supper, he took the cup of wine, gave thanks, and said, “Drink this, all of you: This is 
my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of 
sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me.” 

Remembering now his work of redemption, and offering to you this sacrifice of

DISTRIBUTION (BCP p. 365) 

In the Episcopal Church, all baptized Christians, regardless of denomination or age, are welcome to 
receive the real and living presence of Christ in this Holy Communion. When it is your turn, please extend 
your hands upward, palms crossed to receive the bread (also called a wafer or host). When the cup of 
wine comes to you, either dip (also called intinction) the bread into the cup of wine and consume the 
bread or leave the bread in the palm of your hands, and the Eucharistic Minister will dip the bread into 
the cup of wine for you and place on your tongue. You may also choose to consume the bread without 
dipping it into the cup of wine. 

Anyone may come forward for a prayer for God’s blessings in lieu of receiving Communion. Please 
indicate your desire for a blessing by crossing your arms across your chest. 

The Priest will gladly bring communion or provide a blessing to anyone unable to come forward for 
Communion, please, let one of the Ushers know if this is desired.  
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Ushers will direct the congregation to receive Communion. 

The ministers receive the Sacrament in both kinds, and then immediately deliver it to the people. 

The Bread and the Cup are given to the communicants with these words 

The Body (Blood) of our Lord Jesus Christ keep you in everlasting life. Amen.
