When it is your turn, please extend your 
hands upward, palms crossed to receive the bread (also called a wafer or host). When the cup of wine comes 
to you, either dip (also called intinction) the bread into the cup of wine and consume the bread or leave the 
bread in the palm of your hands, and the Eucharistic Minister will dip the bread into the cup of wine for you 
and place on your tongue. You may also choose to consume the bread without dipping it into the cup of wine.  

Anyone may come forward for a prayer for God’s blessings in lieu of receiving Communion. Please indicate 
your desire for a blessing by crossing your arms across your chest. 

The Priest will gladly bring communion or provide a blessing to anyone unable to come forward for 
Communion, please, let one of the Ushers know if this is desired.  

Ushers will direct the congregation to receive Communion. 

The ministers receive the Sacrament in both kinds, and then immediately deliver it to the people.
